Please be sure to use the Parent Drop-Off 
Zone which is located on the East side of 
Lesher on Ellis Street. The best way to reach this area  is by en-
tering from Lake Street.  This will increase student safety by 
separating our  parent drop off area from our pedestrian,   
biking and bus drop off areas on Stover and Lake Streets. 
  
Do not drop your student off on Newsom Street or anywhere 
on the north side of the school.  It can become dangerous for 
students who are dropped off in these areas as they try to 
cross Lake Street.  With an increased enrollment of approxi-
mately 60 students over last year, the Parent Drop Off area 
was created to reduce congestion at the intersection of Stover 
and Lake Streets.
